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1.  Musical chairs - (“Mousikes karekles”)   
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The musical chairs is an extremely fun game Greek origin.
Similar chairs, the number of which is one less than the number of players, lined up in a row, turned alternately to the left and right side of the row.  Someone plays the music without seeing the players. As long as the music lasts, players are dancing in a circle around the chairs. The music suddenly stops and then each player tries to sit on a chair. The player who did not have time to sit leaves the game. Then remove one of the rest chairs, music starts and the rest players repeat the process, until left one chair and two players. Then, the music starts again and the winner is the player who sits first.

    2.  The bee goes by  -  (“Perna perna i melissa”)



This is an old, traditional game. At least six children are needed. Two children clap and sing. 
           The rest pass under the clapping hands. When they catch one child they ask him/her what she/he wants to choose (apple or orange, football or basketball e.t). The child must decide which of the two clapping children he/she will join. 
           Finally, when all the children have taken sides forming two teams, they play tug of war and those who do not fall down are the winners. 
           This game is played by many children (6-7 years old) and it is very amusing.
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     3. The King - (“Vasilias”)
The children draw lots and one of them becomes king. The king sits apart while the other children choose a profession to mime. When they finish, they visit the king and they have the following dialogue: 
           - King, king with the 12 swords, what's your job? 
           - Doing nothing! 
           - And the change? 
           - Ice-cream 
           - Granny said that you should have a job. 
           - What job? 
 Then the children mime the profession they have chosen. If the king understands what they mime, he calls it aloud and chases them to catch one that will become king. If he does not understand, he sits down again and the children mime another profession.
   4.  Handkerchief – (“To mandilaki”)
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To play "handkerchief" children get in two groups. One child is a referee. In every team, every 
 child has to have a number. For example, if a child in team A has number 3, a child in team B 
 has to have number 3 as well. When the referee calls out a number the children that have that 
 number have to try to take the handkerchief. The winning team is the one that takes the handkerchief most times.
  

      5. Blind man's buff- (“Tiflomiga”)
                    Children sing to see who will become blind man's buff:

Tie a cloth around a child's eyes and the others around start to bull and tease him/her so that they make him/her change direction. The child - blind man's buff is trying to catch one of the players and when he/she succeeds, he/ she has to figure out who it is. If the guess is right, that person is the next blind man's buff.
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          6.    The little Helen- (“I mikri Eleni”)
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 The children choose  “little Helen “:I  climbed  on  the  pepper  tree  to  cut a pepper and  the  pepper tree branch cracked and  cut  my  hand. 
  “Little Helen” sits on her heels while the other children holded by their hands sing  while  dancing  around  her: 
 “Little  Helen “  sits  and  cries  because her  friends  do  not  play with  her. “Stand  up  Helen , look at the sun, close  your  eyes  and  say  goodbye......” 
  “Little  Helen”  stands  up  with  the  eyes  closed. The children stop  singing and dancing. The “little  Helen”  stretches  her  hands  and  touches  a  child .If  she recognizes it,  then  that  child  is the next  “little  Helen”.
