The german outside game: Olli

We would like to introduce our favourite game: It is Olli. 

We like that game because everyone can play the game, you don’t need to arrange much and it is a lot of fun. 

There is no winner in the game and you can play it a pretty long time. The aim is to kick the other player out so of course everyone tries to stay in the game as long as possible. One player plays against all the others because there are no teams. The game can be played with at least 5 players. 

To play the game you need a ball and a playing field. 

Four players start playing on the field, each player in one section. The other players stand in a queque next to the playing field. 

The  player in section 4 serves the ball. He has to throw the ball, touching to his section (section 4) first and touching to section 1 afterwards. Then the player in section 1 has to catch the ball. 

If the player in section 1 catches the ball, he is allowed to keep the ball for about 3 seconds. Then he has to pass the ball to another section (2,3 or 4). Before throwing the ball he is allowed to deke twice (he may toss the ball in the air and catch it again). 

If he does not catch the ball he is out and has to be in the queque. The first player in the queque comes into the game instead and starts in section 1. 

Again the player in section 4 serves the ball to the player in section 1 and so on...

If a player of section 2,3 or 4 has to leave the game (because he has not caught up the the ball) the other players have to move one section forward to make room for the new player in section 1).  

New players always start in section 1. 

The player in section 4 always serves the ball to the player in section 1. 

The game is over when the break finishes. 
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
